Lucy has Aicardi syndrome, a rare genetic disorder that causes brain abnormalities and seizures, Lucy is also quadriplegic and vision impaired. She needs constant care. She is the second of five children. The eldest is eight years old.





When I was having my third child, Lucy was only sixteen months old, and my caseworker and husband suggested I consider Allowah as    a place where Lucy’s medical needs could be met while I was having the baby. 














When she was first admitted to Allowah I was so anxious, I rang all the time. Having her there meant I could relax, knowing she was in good care being nursed by qualified nurses and being seen by a Doctor. 





I have appreciated being able to call on Allowah for help when Lucy is sick at home and I am not sure what to do, or if I even just have a query, I know they know Lucy well.





As a family, we cannot go on holidays with Lucy as her health is too fragile and she does not cope well with a foreign environment.  It also gives us a chance to have a holiday and spend time with the other children and I can spend more time with my husband.





The other children love to visit Lucy when she is in Allowah; it is like a second home.
